Body Mind Change - Transmedia

Ever wonder what it would be like to live in a David
Cronenberg film? If so, check out Body/Mind/Change, a co-
production between TIFF and CFC Media Lab, with creative
direction and experience design by Lance Weiler.  

Body/Mind/Change stars Cronenberg and presents his
plausible science fiction films as fact. It is also North
America’s first interactive storytelling experience that
generates a physical object for the user that has narrative
meaning.

High Rise - Immersive Long Form Journalism

On October 8th the New York Times will be releasing it's
latest immersive media project, “A Short History of the
Highrise”. The project is an interactive documentary that

explores the 2,500-year global history of vertical living and
issues of social equality in an increasingly urbanized world.

The project includes four short films. The first three (“Mud,”
“Concrete” and “Glass”) feature photographs from The New
York Times's archives, a repository of millions of
photographs. The fourth film (“Home”) features images
submitted by the public. The piece incorporates the films
and allows viewers to explore the project’s themes with
additional archival materials, text and games.

The smart folks at Showtime have created a Transmedia
campaign for Homeland that serves as a content bridge
between Seasons 2 and 3.

The campaign bridges the gap between seasons by
analyzing the events of the finale from the perspective of
CNB, the faux media organization introduced in the series.
In addition to setting up key Season 3 plot points and
themes like the hunt for Brody and the political fallout
around the CIA, it also acts as a retrospective to help
reacquaint fans with where the show left off.

In addition to the site they also created a 9-minute
documentary style version of the experience that Showtime
is launching on their ITV platform, On Demand and
YouTube.

The Borderlands - Indie Transmedia

The Borderlands is a journey through India’s borders,
starting with Bangladesh in the east and ending with
Pakistan in the west. A border that encompasses over 9,000
miles and shared with China, Nepal, Bhutan and Burma, in
addition to Pakistan and Bangladesh, to chronicle stories of
lives that have been forever changed.

This is a story about relationships. Between the people who
inhabit the borders and their rulers. What happens when an
arbitrary border is imposed on people? What are the human
and political consequences of a border ?

The Borderlands project is a transmedia production that will
include a book and a web documentary that will allow the
viewer to personally interact with the video, images, text and
audio that we collect and create through this journey,
juxtaposed over highly detailed maps.

BMW I3 - 360-Degree Interactive Film

BMW enlisted interactive director, Jason Zada to put drivers
behind the wheel of the brand's i3 e-vehicle. The result is a
very cool 360-degree interactive film that is only available to
consumers in Europe over Apple and Android mobile and
tablets.

In the film the user plays the role of a driver, on a high-
octane quest to save the world. The piece was shot in 360
degrees with 360-degree sound, and features hotspots
where users can learn more about the vehicle.

To create the experience the creators projected the film on a
sphere, using OpenGL. They then used OpenAL to
incorporate elements like background music, dialogue and
ambient. The result is an adaptive soundscape that
changes with the user's directional interaction.

 

 
Night Vision Experiment - Real Time Digital
Narrative

The Nightvision Experiment is a secret online performance
that happens in real time over social networks, primarily
Twitter and YouTube. Think of it as theater for the Facebook
generation.
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The story unfolds on Twitter in a 50-60min window, with live
actors playing the characters, much like a theatre
production. Live actors play their parts on social platforms
with a mix of prerecorded footage. 

Caroline is tweeting about her missing friend. When
YouTube clips start to appear online things start to get
frightening. You find yourself as a voyeur watching Caroline
and her friends' mounting panic.
